Queensland plays a significant role in preserving Australia’s First Nations languages, holding the nation’s second largest Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander population. 
More than 100 Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander languages and dialects were once spoken in Queensland. Today, around 50 of these languages are still spoken with less than 20 used as a first language, predominantly in the north of the state and in the Torres Strait Islands. 
The Indigenous Languages Grants support Queensland-based activities that contribute to the preservation and revival of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander languages.
Since 2019, Indigenous Languages Grants has funded around 134 language initiatives. This is the fifth round of grants.
